C. M. WIDOR: Toccata, from Symphony for Organ No. 5

The pipe organ and the trumpet are two of the oldest instruments in Western music history. In
Weiwuying's acoustically exceptional vineyard-style concert hall, their tones echo and resonate
in perfect harmony. The concert opens with J.S. BACH’s most famous organ piece, the Toccata
and Fugue in d minor, BWV 565. After the powerful introduction, the Toccata develops in a
free-form style, allowing for creative and virtuosic expression. The trumpet then joins the stage
for BACH's Trumpet Concerto in D Major, BWV 972, which is adapted from VIVALDI's violin
concerto. Originally composed for solo harpsichord, it has since been arranged for organ and
trumpet. |. G. ALBRECHTSBERGER's Prelude and Fugue in C Major offers a soothing contrast. He
was the most renowned master of counterpoint in 18th-century Vienna. It is an exemplary work
that demonstrates formal balance and structural precision. Next, we turn to enjoy the beloved
Taiwanese folk song White Peony, with music by CHEN Chiu-lin and lyrics by CHEN Da-ru. Using
the peony as a metaphor, the text delicately expresses a young girl’s longing and shy anticipa-
tion of love. This timeless classic is presented here in an arrangement by organist YU Hsiao-yi.
The trumpet returns to the stage with TELEMMANN's 12 Marches héroiques, arranged by
Canadian composer RONDEAU. The work is rearranged as a duet for trumpet and organ, and we
will hear three movements: La Majesté, La Grace, and La réjouissance, offering a contemporary
perspective on Baroque style. Norwegian organist and composer Liv-Benedicte BJJRNEBOE's
Hgytidsmusikk For Trompet Og Orgel (Festive Music for Trumpet and Organ) brings a distinctly
Nordic atmosphere. In the two movements of Pinsemusikk (Pentecost Music) and Julemusikk
(Christmas Music), the trumpet calls seem to drift through vast glacial fjords and canyons. At the
same time, the organ provides a texture with crystal-like transparency. The concert concludes
with a work by the French composer C. M. WIDOR. The Toccata comes from the fifth movement
of Symphony for Organ No. 5. Its intricate figurations and constantly shifting tonalities bring
the concert to a brilliant and resplendent ending.
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YU Hsiao-yi is an internationally active Taiwanese organist and interdisciplinary
artist whose work integrates classical performance with technology-driven art.
From 2025 to 2026, she received multiple international recognitions in both
music and design, including Best Instrumentalist at the InterContinental Music
Awards and a Silver Medal at the Global Music Awards. She has been invited to
perform at festivals across Europe, is the founder of the Formosa International
Organ Festival, and is currently a doctoral candidate at the Academy of Music in
Poznar, Poland.
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SU Ting-chuan graduated from the Conservatoire National de Région
d’Amiens in France, where he was awarded the Dipldme d'Etudes Musicales
(DEM) with First Prize. He studied with the internationally renowned trumpet-
er Professor Eric AUBIER. Active as a performer in Taiwan, he appears regular-
ly with symphonic, wind band, and chamber ensembles, and has participated
in major opera productions at the National Kaohsiung Center for the Arts
(Weiwuying). He is currently Principal Trumpet of the Kaohsiung Wind Orches-
tra and serves on the faculty of Tainan National University of the Arts.
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Abby CHU is Orgelkids Taiwan music director. She graduated from National
Kaohsiung Normal University studying Performing Arts and has served as a
host of Educational Lecture Recitals for Organ, lecturer of the Organ
Workshop in  Weiwuying and Pingtung Performing Arts Center, the music
director of Orgelkids Taiwan Summer Music Camp.
