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Be Careful About Listening
to Ludovico EINAUDI

Imagine being on a piece of floating ice in the Arctic,
viewing the expansive sky while a glacier in the
distance breaks apart from melting. The scenery is
stunning, but you're actually quite sad inside because
all you can see is rapidly disappearing. What would

you do?

Italian composer Ludovico EINAUDI worked with
Greenpeace in a very expressive way in response to
his grief about this tragedy. | know it sounds hard to
believe, but it really has happened: On a platform

made to resemble a piece of floating ice, EINAUDI

played his piano solo Elegy for the Arctic, conveying
many people's deep reflections and praise for this

vast region of the planet.

It ignited much discussion upon being streamed
in 2016 and has since gathered 21.87 million views.
During the three-minute piece, besides the sound of
the piano, you can hear the grieving calls of seabirds
and the sound of the glacier disappearing. In this
snow-white world, carbon emission-induced global
warming is making apparent the urgent need for the

Arctic's rescue.

The image of the pianist on ice has become deeply
etched into people's hearts, but even before that,
he was a world-renowned musician. His music is
often described as minimalist: the same melody
is repeated in a number of variations, creating a

lingering sense of intimacy.

Though EINAUDI and another minimalist, Philip
GLASS, are often associated, the former's music
approaches the human heart more closely—
there's no sense at all of that incomprehensible
fragmentation that contemporary art can have. In
fact, EINAUDI's music is like a ray of sunlight in winter,
shining down on you as you walk through a forest, or
like the sounds of cicadas and frogs on a dark night,
giving you a sense of hearing the passage of time and

the sound of your inner spirit singing.

| can confidently suggest that if you don't like
classical music, you probably shouldn't listen to
EINAUDI's music, because you are very likely to
become plunged so deep into it as to be unable
to find your way out. I'm not exaggerating. On the
famous music website Classic FM, EINAUDI was

voted second on the list of Top 10 Living Composers.

In addition, he is the most-streamed classical
musician ever. Each year on online platforms around
the world, his music is played about nine billion times,
amazingly surpassing the counts for BACH, MOZART,
and BEETHOVEN each!

You may have your doubts about that claim, but you
probably don't realize just how many times you've
heard his music at, say, coffee shops. His music goes
perfectly with not only coffee; lots of people use it
during meditation. If you don't meditate, just listening
to his music for an afternoon will put you into a

comfortable state both mentally and physically.

n

His simple yet touching music has attracted
numerous film directors too. For instance, the
inspirational French blockbuster The Intouchables,
Chinese-born director Chloé ZHAO's Nomadland, and
The Father, starring Anthony HOPKINS, use elegant
incidental music by EINAUDI to perfectly capture the

subtle inner emotions of the characters.

My favorite piece of his is the seven-volume album
Seven Days Walking. Imagine walking in a mountain
forest in winter, and even though the path is the
same each day, there are slight differences. The
album is a tribute to seven potential kinds of soul
wandering. The mistiness of yesterday, the sun of
today, and the snowfall of tomorrow are testaments

to how life is a flowing feast.

Let me make it clearer: EINAUDI's music is the
closest thing you can get to the spiritual expression
of poetry. You don't have to be a poet to be able to
experience how he makes ordinary scenes of life
more meaningful through the speechless solo of the
piano. He stops time for you and allows you to hear

shadows and voids.

People looking forward to EINAUDI's first visit
to Taiwan were disappointed in 2020 with the
cancellation due to Covid-19, but now, Weiwuying has
arranged to bring this living national treasure of Italy
to Taiwan in April 2025!

IVisit Indigenous communities

through picture books to see how the

‘mountains, sea, and people there

‘are woven together.

A freelance editor, writer who has worked in the
art/culture and design sectors for years, she has
held positions in design and lifestyle media firms
and currently writes for publications and press
releases, telling unforgettable stories about people
and life through text.

Though small in size, Taiwan is huge in that it boasts a
variety of cultures, and once you open up that window
and see the different ways people from each live, it's
like you've discovered a completely different world. |
recently went to Fengbin Township in Hualien, and that
is exactly how | felt when | came across picture books
about Amis culture. The simple lines of printmaking
images and vibrant coloring are silhouettes of
memories, and you can see the way daily life was in the
past from the perspective of the elderly describing their
childhood. ta ta ta tiraw i wali no wa:li ("Go! Go! Go! Go
to the East of East”) documents the ritual for expelling
pests, zasu ay Raybang naRin kalingunan mazas ("This
Is Your Favorite Thing, Don't Forget to Take It with
You!") is about how shamans lead families in rites of
life and death, and papina'on tarakarihaw ('Be Careful!
Shallow Waters") relates memories of the construction
of bamboo rafts and transporting materials along
the Xiuguluan River. Each of these stories relates the
interaction between people and the land, and the more
you read them, the more enjoyable they become. In
fact, it was so hard to choose which one to buy that |
just bought all of them (XD)!

The books were published through the Mipaliw Artistic
Place-led Development Project.’ Art festival curator and
editor-in-chief WANG Li-chih first came to an Indigenous
community years ago as an artist and then, later, as a
member of the community by marrying into it, where
she started to study the culture while living there. She
says, "The community is full of stories, and I'm so grateful
| began field surveys so long ago—over half the people
| interviewed back then have already passed away." Her
interviews generated a wealth of material over a period
of sustained effort to research how the elderly lived
traditionally. She got into the habit of bringing an audio
recorder and camera with her wherever she went to be
ready for any moment when she might come across
someone with a clue from history to share. In addition,
she created picture books based on the features of the
different communities, verifying the content and turning
it into text. The imagery was drawn by the elderly of the
communities, guided by a collaborating artist. Thus, each

story is the result of many people's concerted effort.

Poroden ko faloco' ("Mother's Ramie Yarn Balls")
is about memories from the Fakong community.
Traditionally, women would prepare dowries for their
sons. Different from Han tradition, Amis society is
matriarchal, so men marry into women's families. The
standard dowry consists of a "mountain knife" and a
ramie work garment, which repels water, keeps the
wearer warm in cold weather and protected from the
sun, and is durable. The garment is a symbol of how
the man is to serve his new family, so it is viewed
as his most important piece of clothing and a sign
of his adulthood, while its every detail represents a

blessing from his birth family. Though the book is not

very long, it discusses the cultivation of ramie and
the production and use of the garments, and it has a

certain atmosphere that |, also an editor, really enjoy.

The books are written in both Amis and Mandarin. The
interviews with locals were done in Amis, but as there
was no traditional written form of Amis, WANG had to
bring together Amis language instructors and elderly
people fluent in both Amis and Mandarin to do the
editing, which turned into a conference on linguistics
and language. She says that the Amis language places
importance on the description of things. For instance,
regarding a certain subject, Amis requires two to three
sentences to provide a complete thought, as opposed
to just one in Mandarin to do the same. So figuring
out how to tell the complete story in both languages
within the limited space for text took a lot of work.
According to WANG, "The elderly of the community
view these books as important and precious because

they are a means of preservation of their language.”

Interestingly, the books are also a means of
collaboration between the travel industry and the
community with itineraries based on the books that
bring visitors into the community to get to know
traditional Amis life and culture. Lakaw, a local who
had moved to the city but has since returned, is one of
the people involved in the poroden ko faloco' itinerary.
Under the guidance of the Fengbin Community
Development Association in recent years, Lakaw has
learned from the elderly how to make ramie garments,
of which she has to say, "Making ramie clothing is a
complex process, so you need a lot of patience and
physical strength.... Ramie fibers are extremely thin.
The thickness of the thread and the refinement of the
finished product depend on your skill, so everyone's
end products are different.... The longer | learn, the
more | come to realize how amazing the Ina (elderly
women) are, because they make these clothes outside
of their busy farm work schedules. And in the days
before electricity, they even had to do it in the dark
while working after the sun had set." Everything she

has to say about their tradition brims with admiration.

Lakaw has learned not only weaving but also
fermentation, all the while running a dessert shop
while taking time out to show visitors her home

community's traditional culture. The day trips include

N\

tours related to the story in the book, experiencing
daily life in the community, and going to ramie-
growing grounds to pick it, strip it into fibers, twist
it into thread, and make it into souvenirs. She says,
‘| want people to get to know the community better
through the book-based itineraries." From the creation
of the books to turning traditional culture into
learning-based tours, a force that promotes life, the
ecology, and production has formed to bring greater
visibility to Fakong. Besides itineraries based on the
books mentioned above, for which registration will
open in March, visitors are welcome to Fengbin's
Indigenous communities to learn more about their

culture.

On my way back, | was listening to LIM Giong's "A
Pure Person” The verse that goes "Whenever | see an
ordinary, kind person, | feel calm and happy inside"
made me think of something WANG said: "Fengbin
is a great place to live. How to make people here,
including their kids, feel free and confident is the aim
of everything we do." The beauty of Taiwan is not only
its mountains and sea but the stories of every locality
and the friendliness of its residents, like in Fengbin,
where everyone is exerting themselves to uncover,
relate, and carry on Amis culture and bring to life the
captivating radiance of the land. It is both beautiful

and wonderful.

Through Dance

figure—whose identity remains unknown—radiates an
ethereal beauty.

In Shen Yun’s Awakening, a war-weary general seeks
solace. Leaving behind a life of bloodshed, he travels
to a monastery, where the abbot assigns him to carve
a Buddha statue in a cave. One night, a cave-in traps
him, and while protecting the statue, he is struck
unconscious by falling rocks.

The Bodhisattva statue miraculously comes to life.
With a graceful wave, she heals his injuries and reveals
a vision of the celestial realm. Awakening, the general

requests to be ordained as a monk, dedicating himself
to spiritual practice.

Zhou Ge, who portrays the Bodhisattva, shared, “Every
time the statue comes to life, | hear the audience gasp.
