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Different Simon RATTLE,

Why are people so excited about RATTLE working
with the BRSO?

In the 2023/24 season, Sir Simon RATTLE became the
chief conductor for the Bavarian Radio Symphony
Orchestra (BRSO), the position having long been
vacant since the passing of Mariss JANSONS in 2019.
In an interview with the Gasteig, RATTLE described
his relationship with the BRSO: "On the one hand,
| still sense the spirit of Rafael KUBELIK in this

orchestra.. On the other hand, | feel such a warm

connection with the orchestra’s members.’

KUBELIK was the second chief conductor at the
BRSO, which RATTLE remembers from his childhood.
In the '60s, KUBELIK made a recording in Bavaria of
a complete collection of MAHLER's symphonies, his
interpretations quite lively and ordered. The reins of
the orchestra were then given successively to the
expression and elegance of Colin DAVIS and then the
confidence and charm of Lorin MAAZEL. And when
JANSONS was there, he gave the orchestra a more
meticulously emotional expression and chamber-

music quality.

People wondered how the passionate RATTLE would
incorporate into the relatively reserved BRSO. Well,
they were pleasantly surprised. Maybe the two
adjusted to each other to find that perfect balance,
or maybe RATTLE’s state of mind calmed. Whatever it
was, their 2021 live performance of MAHLER’s Ninth
Symphony was without a doubt one of the best

recordings in recent years.

It won the Diapason d'Or, Supersonic Pizzicato,
and Gramophone Editor's Choice. The piece starts
with the French horn, harp, and viola interacting
to produce a strong sense of space and even the
winding of a galaxy. The second movement has a vivid
flavor of the Landler folk dance with a harmony of
the decided and undecided, resolved and unresolved,
all of which are portrayed in detail. Overall, it reaches
both deep and wide, shining much more brilliantly

than his 2007 recording with the Berlin Philharmonic.

With such success under his belt, he took MAHLER's
Sixth Symphony as the focus of his inaugural
season, and it was again his own label to publish the
recording. Through this album, we again see how
he has stepped away from technical virtuosity and
strong sensory appeal and blends his understanding

of life into each phrase of the music.

What to know about MAHLER’s Seventh

From all the changes one sees in life as expressed
in Symphony No. 9 to the sense of die-hard
commitment in No. 6, in his second season with the
BRSO, RATTLE decided to focus on what he described
as the "black sheep” of MAHLER’s symphonies, No. 7,

which is a world apart from Nos. 6 and 9.

Symphony No. 7 was written in 1904, at which time
the composer had only been married to Alma for two
years, soon to be followed by the births of his two
daughters. During this time of bliss, he wrote No. 6,
also known as "The Tragic,” through which he vents
his pessimism about life’s inevitable decline. No. 7
took a turn into the fantastic, as though he were

digging up his subconscious. The second and fourth
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movements, respectively named Nachtmusik | and I,

emphasize darkness.

According to MAHLER, the piece seems to progress
from the dark of night to sunrise. The first movement
begins with a funeral march, full of fear and terror
speckled intermittently with a gentle, beautiful
second theme, as though depicting life as a lengthy
night. The second movement was likely inspired by
Rembrandt's The Night Watch, switching intentionally
between major and minor to highlight the contrast
of light and shadow, bringing the listener deeper
into a dreamland. With the cowbell and folk melody,
memories from long ago are awakened. The third
movement is shrouded in a sense of danger. The
composer is no longer partaking from a distance as
in the first movement but is being spun around by a

demon in a dance of death.

The fourth movement slows down as the plucked
guitar and mandolin generate an emotional tremor
in depicting a deep affection for the world at the
end of the dream. The fifth movement's percussion
welcomes the sunrise. It seems to just be a clamorous
celebration at first but evolves into the chaos of the
end of the world as the harmony degrades from a
joyful, majestic hymn to a resurgence of the darkness
in the first movement and an increasing amount of

dissonance.

Interestingly, RATTLE says of the end that the light
of the fifth movement is not a natural outdoor light
but "the blinding light of a theatre". Could it be that
he views the piece as a reflection of and confession
about his own career on stage? If so, it only makes
one look more forward to hearing just how he’ll
recount this "song of the night" and break free from

himself.

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What Would Your
Nutcracker Be in Taiwan?

Every dancer remembers their first Nutcracker. For
some, it was "Spanish Hot Chocolate, and for others,

it was being the second "Snowflake" from the left.

In 1995, | attended the dance program at Lingya
Junior High School. There was a comic book store
nearby that sold imported ballet videotapes from
abroad. In those pre-YouTube days, | would spend my
pocket money there. That was my first Nutcracker: a
videotape of the Bolshoi Theatre's ballet, where | was
the "audience” in front of the screen. The story is set
during a Christmas filled with hope. The protagonist
Clara receives a beloved gift from her godfather—
a nutcracker doll. After everyone falls asleep, the
nutcracker transforms into a prince, and together
they battle the mouse army, defeat the Mouse King,
and embark on a fantastical journey through the
Snow Kingdom and the Land of Sweets. In the end,
amidst all the celebration and joy, Clara wakes up,

realizing it was all a dream.

However, The Nutcracker actually originates from
the whimsical German writer E. T. A. HOFFMANN's
1816 story The Nutcracker and the Mouse King. It
was later adapted and simplified by French author
Alexandre DUMAS in 1844, becoming the widely
accepted version The Story of a Nutcracker, a tale
of a war between the Nutcracker and the mice. This
more family-friendly adaptation resembles a typical
fairy tale, which is the version most classical ballet
companies perform today. To be honest, | was not
particularly fond of The Nutcracker back then. | found
the story disjointed, and the performances felt overly

simplified and commercialized.

In 1998, | moved to Taipei to study in the seven-year
integrated program at Taipei National University of
the Arts (TNUA). During class, | saw Mark MORRIS's
The Hard Nut (1991), an astonishing reinterpretation
of The Nutcracker.' The first half featured Marie
preparing for Christmas at home, while the second
half delved into the backstory—how the Nutcracker
came to be, his fight against the Mouse King, and the
search for the hard nut to break Princess Pirlipat's
curse.” This is where the iconic national dances
from the story come in. Mark MORRIS once said,
beauty lies in the nuances of interpretation, new
perspectives exist in the present, and adaptations
reshape classics for modern audiences. It was in
this adaptation that | saw endless possibilities in a

timeless classic.

In 2003, for TNUA's 20th anniversary, under President
CHIU Kun-liang's leadership, Dance School professor
ZHANG Xiao-xiong created a modern ballet, Butterfly
Valley: The MIT Nutcracker, which premiered at the
National Theater, where | played Clara. Both the story
and the choreography were new, so although | was
the principal dancer, my body carried no traces of

classical ballet.

Perhaps this non-classical approach to learning The
Nutcracker freed me from much of the baggage when
| began creating my own version in 2023. While | am
familiar with the story and the music, my interactions
with The Nutcracker have always been personal and
imaginative. My creation, Into the Fantasy of the
Nutcracker, tells the story of personal growth, woven

from "courage" and "imagination.” It reflects universal

truths, the kind we often hear in fairy tales. Ballet,
much like fairy tales, is both fantastical and grounded
in real emotion. That's why | believe The Nutcracker
is not just a holiday performance for foreigners or a
dance form dominated by Westerners. Ballet entered
Taiwan in the 1940s, and even now, its development
here remains imperfect. For me and many Taiwanese
pioneers in ballet, beyond its foreign roots, ballet is
a craft, like a chisel aiming to carve out perfection.
It has survived since the 15th century because it
represents a path of growth and transformation—one

that | can bring to life through my imagination.
So, what would your first Nutcracker be in Taiwan?

This Christmas, come and watch us tell our own

stories, dancing in our own way.

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The Harmony

in the Air:

Experience from the
Weiwuying Theater Arts
and Education Project—
EDEN Engagement

It was my honor to be part of EDEN Engagement
under the auspices of the Weiwuying Theater Arts
and Education Project with the combined effort of
the International Teaching Artist Collaborative and
Weiwuying’s Learning & Participation Department. As
a teaching-artist for the project, | began in March this
year by going to Kaohsiung’s Renwu and Houzhuang
primary schools to teach a course on choir, sound,

and environmental sustainability.

The course involved a variety of skills and knowledge
from different fields, so before it started, | looked
at teaching plans for the program in other cities
and asked the teachers at Renwu and Houzhuang
about the schools’ past experiences with music and
environmental issue education. Students at Renwu
have for years had classes about air pollution, and
those at Houzhuang had been taught about the

relationship between water resources and agriculture

based on information about Kaohsiung’s Caogong
Canal. | also observed and recorded the environments
and biology kids come in contact with while on their

trips to and from school each day.

During the first four weeks of the course, | first helped
the kids get to know their bodies and then guided
them in listening to the sounds in their surroundings,
teaching them to hear the numerous sounds of
plants and animals among the clamor of vehicles
and factories. | had them focus on the sounds of
birds chirping, leaves rustling, and other more subtle
natural sounds and showed them how sounds of
nature have been turned into music by composers,
such as HANDEL's transformation of the scenery
of a garden and 20th-century composer Aaron
COPLAND’s interpretation of Emily DICKINSON’s
poem about nature’s nighttime orchestra into music.
| connected that to the content for the next four
weeks: discussing how soprano Joyce DiDONATO
made a connection with plants and nature in
selecting what to perform at the concert EDEN.
| also incorporated vocalization and enunciation
techniques and helped enhance students’ ability to
listen and concentrate—after all, being able to listen

well is a foundation for choral singing.

Besides gradually bringing the students into a deeper

understanding of music, | gave them a project

23

called “The Slabs of Wind's Sound,” for which they
had to collect fallen leaves from campus or near
their homes, stick them to recycled cardboard, and
write the onomatopoeia of sounds from the nearby
environment, turning the cardboard into a form of
sheet music. The kids’ creative capacity thoroughly
surprised me, and their collective memory of the
environment, plants, animals, and sound was made
public as this “sheet music” was displayed at the

Weiwuying Opera House.

In the final four weeks, the students spent more time
practicing pitch accuracy and different vocal parts
(soprano, etc.), and the four selected to perform solos
honed their skills well. On the day of the concert,
the students thoroughly exceeded expectations,
stunning DIDONATO and causing the concert to
touch me deeply. This instructional course on both
singing and a social issue inspired me to rethink the
possibilities for how music education can blossom

within different disciplines.

*Weiwuying's Theater Arts and Education Project
launched in 2020. Together with teaching artists and
school teachers, we offer 13 weeks of Stage Reading
and 3 weeks of Performance Appreciation course
each semester. With Eden Engagement, the course
of 13 weeks for the first time include choir practice in
2024.

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In the Struggle Against Numbers,

Keep Calm and Carry On!

A freelance editor, writer who has worked in
the art/culture and design sectors for years, she
has held positions in design and lifestyle media
firms and currently writes for publications and
press releases, telling unforgettable stories about
people and life through text.

Regardless of your trade, each involves numbers.
Isn't it weird how arrangements of the numbers
zero to nine matched with different units can be so
harrowing? Even those of us in the art and culture
sector have to contend with them. Besides the basic
realms everyone understands of time, costs, and
performance appraisal, the process of producing art
and cultural content also requires number work and
often leads to both laughter and tears. There's no
secret to managing such projects other than this: go

all out until the task is complete.

Publications I've been editing for recently happen
to be related to numbers. One is a travel book on
the history of over 100 tourist spots in 12 cities,
and another is an event handbook covering 105
shows and 99 performers. In the aspects of drafting,
revision, and proofreading, the deadline pressure and
overwhelming number of numbers I've been handling

is heroic yet horrifying.

This always makes me think of what author JIAO
TONG says about stir-fried rice noodles: "Anyone
who’s good at stir-frying rice noodles, which are
super thin, knows that they inevitably get all tangled
up, just as the many annoying trivialities in our
minds do. Like a proficient cook, one who knows

how to manage their emotions well can calmly and

methodically handle the mess.” A large quantity of
numbers is just like an unruly mass of rice noodles!
And as things get more tangled, the need to remain
calm only increases. | have to constantly remind

myself of that.

My most profound experience with being trapped
in a web of numbers came while coordinating an
exhibition for a full 365 days ten years ago. Works of
art on stray dogs were created for each day of the
year. We invited a young artist to paint 365 pieces on
mixed breeds, and once we accumulated a certain

number, we started our touring exhibition.

As the one heading the event, | first had to hurriedly
prepare 365 canvases, constantly urge the artist to
get his paintings done, and write something about
the feature of the new work to be posted on social
media every day—tough but doable. But when it was
about time for the exhibition to go on, | had to come
up with the layout. Giving it a good sense of space

and visual impact was the true beginning of my test.

First, | had to measure the length and width of each
wall, calculate the dimensions of the paintings, and
learn about proper spacing between pieces before
they could be hung. As for the order in which they
would be displayed, | had to consider dates and how
viewers would move about the space. Even more
important was how pieces would be hung. Each piece
required at least two screws. 365x2=730 screws that
would have to be placed in their mathematically

calculated positions on the wall!

My coworkers and | borrowed a ladder and a level,
embarking on a long journey of self-mortification,
repeatedly climbing up and down the ladder to make
pencil marks for the screws while focusing all my
energy on keeping my numbers straight—one little
departure for just one painting would screw up the
spacing for all the following paintings. Having to redo

up to 730 marks was no laughing matter!

The next day, it was the workers who had a meltdown.
I had originally mentioned I'd need several hundred
screws put into the wall. They gave it their all for a
while, shaking the venue like thunder with their two
or three drills, but after a while, their fighting spirit
dissipated as they came to realize the job was way
bigger than they'd expected. Clearly irritated, their
boss shot murderous glances at me while working. It

was pretty classic.

After the paintings were hung, there were over
three hundred kinds of postcards to deal with, each
of which had to be unboxed, counted, and put on
display or in inventory, and then the invoices had to
be prepared. But the torture wasn't over yet. After the
exhibition, | had to restore the venue to its original
state: take down the paintings, remove the screws,
package all the paintings, fill in the 730 holes with
putty, and repaint the walls before this trial of the
body and mind would finally end.

Maybe you're wondering whether someone who has
a lot of experience with such projects would find the
work easier over time. The answer is yes, but almost
every project is different, which is something to both
love and hate in the art and culture realm. Whether
you're compiling or curating, you have to come up
with a new methodology based on the different
conditions for each project—there's always some

level of change and creativity required.
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This is also the case with event coordination.
While working as a marketing specialist for a chain
bookstore, my job was to plan activities with
publishers to boost customer and sales numbers. |
began by coordinating for major stores in northern,
central, and southern Taiwan. We'd do anime and
manga or celebrity book signings at shops near
schools, family and daily life-related events in malls,
and health-related events near hospitals. We had
tons of events every week, sometimes exceeding 50

a month as business grew.

One day, my supervisor said he wanted to expand:
"Let's shoot for 120 events every month, an average
of four a day. Don't you think you can do that?" "Don't
you think you can do that?" kept repeating in my
head as | tried to maintain my composure before
replying, "It's not about whether | think it can be done.
We have to consider whether we have enough people
to do it and the quality of the sales and the event.
| couldn’t believe how much he wanted to do this
and kept rambling on excitedly about it. Meanwhile,
| just spaced out and let my thoughts wander. In
the end, his plan failed to come to fruition because
others said it would be too much, but that didn't
curb his enthusiasm for more events. Still a newbie, |
maintained the course on this rising and falling sea of
numbers, communicating and integrating the needs
of bookstores and events, all the while trying to keep

my head above water.

I'm used to these number puzzles now after so many
years, and if you asked what I've gleaned from all
this experience, I'd say it's that whatever doesn't
kill me makes me stronger. Whatever the numbers
say, | just confront the project head-on. Even if it
proceeds at a snail's pace, | know it will end one day.
Maybe sometime in the future these amusing yet
exasperating experiences will become material for
an article. I'll keep painfully loving it (ha-ha). May all of
you who feel tangled up know that you're not alone.
Keep pressing on as if climbing a mountain. As long as

you can see your goal, the journey is never too long.
