Kaohsiung Music Center, designed by Spanish architect Manuel
Alvarez Monteserin Lohaz and Taiwanese company Habitech
Architects, is renowned for its unique design. It's dedicated to
promoting pop culture, fostering industry growth, and nurturing
talent while building mutually beneficial relationships. In addi-
tion to hosting music events, the center offers professional cours-
es, music lectures, cultural markets, and music expos. As a vital
music hub in southern Taiwan, it actively serves as a talent incu-
bator, connecting entertainment and cultural industries, and
driving industrial development, positioning Kaohsiung on the
global stage.
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Pier-2 Art Center

Located next to the Kaohsiung Port, the Pier-2 Art
Center possesses unique geography and history. With
their open interiors and location next to the harbor
and ships, the Pier-2 warehouses were an ideal site for
arts and cultural development. In 2001, a group of local
artists founded the Pier-2 Artistic Development Associ-
ation, which advocated the establishment and opera-
tion of the Pier-2 Art Center.

In 2006, private operations of Pier-2 were terminated
and taken over by the Kaohsiung Bureau of Cultural
Affairs. The Center is open to all types of exhibitions
and performances, including a varied and energetic
assortment of events. Over the years, the Center gradu-
ally developed from three warehouses to 26 across the
Dayong, Penglai, and Dayi areas.
