溽暑盛夏，與衛武營管風琴一同共享 11 首短小的音樂精品，抓住假期的尾巴！開場是巴洛克
作曲家卡巴尼爾斯（Juan Bautista CABANILLES）的作品，他在 17 世紀於瓦倫西亞教堂擔
任司琴長達 45 年，被譽為是「西班牙的巴赫」，精湛的演奏技巧與對於對位法的掌握，可以
在代表作《義大利庫朗舞曲》中聽見。緊接著就是大家熟悉的J.S.巴赫所寫的 C大調前奏曲，
此曲出自平均律鍵盤曲集第一冊，是音樂史上最早一批為 24 個大小調寫成的鍵盤作品，更
被後世形容為是鍵盤史上的「舊約聖經」，輕巧優美的旋律讓人深深著迷。古典時期作曲家
海頓曾為了機械式的音樂鐘寫過 32 首短篇樂章，曲調可愛有趣，相當適合管風琴演奏。浪
漫時期的德國作曲家舒曼根據童年的回憶寫下鋼琴套曲《兒時情景》，當中最著名的〈夢幻
曲〉展現了綿延低迴的旋律，一聽難忘。深受舒曼喜愛提拔的布拉姆斯，年輕時也曾鑽研過
管風琴演奏，寫下結構極為繁複的 g 小調管風琴前奏曲與賦格，本次將演出前奏曲段落。19

世紀法國管風琴家兼作曲家吉固（Eugène GIGOUT）是聖桑的學生，曾在巴黎著名的聖奧斯
定堂擔任司琴長達 62 年，代表作就是發表於 1890 年的十首管風琴作品，當中第四首〈觸
技曲〉可以聽到他堆疊旋律、累積音樂能量的流暢手法。說到臺灣人的童年記憶，一定少不
了雋永的民間歌曲，《四季紅》發表於 1937 年，由鄧雨賢作曲、李臨秋作詞，簡單清新的曲
調讓人聽過就能哼上幾句，本次將演出臺灣管風琴家陳巧喜改編的版本。《天黑黑》原本是
風趣的台語韻文唸謠，在臺灣作曲家林福裕的配曲下，成為傳唱全國的歌曲，本次則會演出
旅美管風琴家張沛倫的改編版。《望春風》又是另一首由鄧雨賢、李臨秋拍檔創作的歌曲，
傳頌度應是臺灣歌曲之最，許多外國音樂家來臺都會特別準備此曲做為給觀眾的獻禮，這次
演出的正是美國管風琴家威斯頓庫勒（Jerry WESTENKUEHLER）用其旋律寫成的幻想曲。
因二戰而英年早逝的法國作曲天才阿蘭（Jehan ALAIN），  29年的人生裡留下了《連禱曲》
為管風琴經典，在音符放入如龍捲風般的能量。德國管風琴家漢斯－安德烈．斯塔姆
（Hans-Andre STAMM），是當代最知名的管風琴演奏者與作曲家之一，他所寫的《蓋爾觸技
曲》展現清晰有力的旋律線條，讓本場音樂會結束在暢快淋漓的高點！

This August, come to Weiwuying for 11 short yet exceptional organ pieces! It starts with the work of 

J. B. CABANILLES, the “Spanish BACH” of Valencia Cathedral and master of performance and 

counterpoint, as made clear in his iconic Corrente Italiana. Next is J. S. BACH’s well-known Prelude 

in C Major from Book 1 of The Well-Tempered Clavier, one of music’s earliest keyboard works written 

in all 24 major and minor keys and hailed as the “Old Testament” of keyboard music. J. HAYDN wrote 

32 short movements (of which we will hear three ) with cute, fun melodies for musical clocks. 

Romantic German composer SCHUMANN’s piano suite Kinderszenen is based on childhood memo-

ries, the most famous piece being the flowing melody of Träumerei. BRAHMS, deeply admired by 

SCHUMANN, composed the structurally complex Prelude and Fugue in g minor (we will hear the 

former). 19th-century French musician E. GIGOUT, who studied under C. SAINT-SAËNS, wrote No. 4 

Toccata (from his iconic Ten Pieces for Organ, 1890), in which he smoothly layers the melody and 

builds momentum. When it comes to childhood memories in Taiwan, TENG Yu-hsien and LEE 

Lim-chhiu’s timeless Four Seasons (1937) is simple, refreshing, and catchy. For this performance, we 

will hear Taiwanese organist Chelsea CHEN’s arrangement. Originally a humorous Taiwanese Hoklo 

rhymed chant, Cloudy Sky became popular nationwide once Taiwanese composer LIN Fu-yu set it to 

music. This performance will be an arrangement by organist Vicky CHANG. “Spring Breeze,” another 

creation of TENG Yu-hsien and LEE Lim-chhiu’s, may be the most popular Taiwanese song ever. 

Performers from abroad often play it at concerts in Taiwan, and for our concert, American Jerry 

WESTENKUEHLER has arranged it into his own Fantasia on a Taiwanese Folk Song. French 

composer Jehan ALAIN, who died at the age of 29 in WWII, left us with the energetic classics 

Litanies pour orgue. German organist Hans-André STAMM is one of today’s most celebrated organ 

performers and composers, and the clear, powerful melodic contours of his Toccata gaelica will 

bring the concert to the perfect climax!
