When you think about tango, probably 90
percent of the tango music that reverberates
in your head was composed by him. He
is Argentina’s “King of Tango,” Astor
PIAZZOLLA, and this year is the centennial
of his birth.

In 2020, Taipei Performing Arts Center organized the “Creative Evolution Platform”, in which
partner venues were asked to recommend programs or teams with development potential
to participate, sparking co-collaboration and the incubation of works, and further enabling
opportunities for co-production and cooperation between venues.

In order to more effectively utilize and activate the resources of venues, the National
Kaohsiung Center for the Arts will take over the initiative this year and will continue to uphold
the platform’s mechanism and spirit. Venue representatives, curators, and performance teams
will assemble in Kaohsiung and interact through briefings or presentations, giving artists
and teams the opportunity to obtain suitable performance channels or assistance during the

% creative process. This will also allow venues and curators to integrate and connect resources
for planning programs with greater scale and innovation. Moreover, in order to nurture and
promote youth and student participation in the arts, junior college and university students
will be able to submit proposals this year regardless of department, association affiliation,
or performance type, with the objective of developing a distinct model of industry-academia
cooperation and breathing new life into the performing arts world.

It is hoped the 2021 Creative Evolution Platform can activate performing arts capabilities and
continue to facilitate Taiwan’s performance momentum, resources, and creativity to induce the

production of richer and more diverse works and performances.
