This concert opens with BACH's Fugue in g minor, BWV 542, a cornerstone of the organ
repertoire. First presented in Hamburg around 1720, the fugue is based on a Dutch folk melody.
Nearly two centuries later comes SHOSTAKOVICH's Waltz No. 2 from the Suite for Jazz Orchestra
No. 2. Despite its elegant waltz rhythm, audiences may wonder why the work is called "jazz.”
The answer lies in the instrumentation;: SHOSTAKOVICH prominently included the saxophone,
then closely associated with jazz ensembles. Zsolt GARDONYI's Mozart Changes embraces jazz
influences. Based on the third movement of MOZART's piano sonata, Sonata No. 18 in D major,
K. 576, the work reimagines MOZART through jazz-inspired harmonies and playful variations. F.
PRICE was one of the few African American women composers active during the early twentieth
century. She often drew from spirituals and folk traditions. In  An Elf on a Moonbeam, she
employs repeated bass patterns with a warm melody to create a gentle atmosphere. lain
FATTINGTON's Voices of the World combined jazz-inspired themes with traditional melodies
from five continents, creating a festive global celebration. R. HAHN's A Chloris features BACH's
Air on the G String as its accompaniment. It elegantly interweaves with a beautiful theme,
becoming a fine example of French mélodie. The beloved hymn Great is Thy Faithfulness,
written in 1923, has remained popular for over a century. It reflects steadfast faith. The concert
concludes with Shenandoah, an American folk song dating back to the nineteenth century.
Originally telling the story of a trader's love for Native American chief's daughter, but it later
came to be associated with the homesickness of westward pioneers.lHere it appears in a

four-hand organ arrangement celebrating this timeless melody.
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Dr. LIU Hsin-Hung holds a Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the
University of Washington and is currently a professor at Tainan
Theological College. He was a visiting scholar at the University of
British Columbia and Vancouver School of Theology in 2015 and
2016. He serves as a board member of the AGO's Taiwan Chapter
and the Taiwan Organists Association, and has also served as
chair of both.
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HSU Chia-yu holds a Master of Music degree in piano from Nation-
al Taiwan Normal University and is currently a doctoral student at
National Taiwan University's Graduate Institute of Musicology,
specializing in Taiwanese organ research. A member of the Ameri-
can Guild of Organists (AGO) Taiwan Chapter, she has performed
in numerous AGO concerts and the National Concert Hall.
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Abby CHU is Orgelkids Taiwan music director. She graduated from
National Kaohsiung Normal University studying Performing Arts
and has served as a host of Educational Lecture Recitals for
Organ, lecturer of the Organ Workshop in  Weiwuying and
Pingtung Performing Arts Center, the music director of Orgelkids
Taiwan Summer Music Camp.
